Under legislation, LINk can enter specified types of premises and view the care provided. This is known as the LINk power to “Enter and View”. The LINk has the power to Enter and View all types of publicly-funded health and social care services. 

Only Authorised Representatives will be permitted to exercise Enter and View powers on behalf of the LINk.
